BY THE NUMBERS

Brandon Aubrey has made a field goal from 50-
plus yards in seven consecutive games, an NFL
record. The previous record was five, held by
Dustin Hopkins (9/18/23 - 10/22/23) and Justin
Tucker (12/27/15 - 9/25/16).

In 2024 Dallas is 3-0 when they lead at halftime
and 0-2 when trailing at the break. Since 2021,
the Cowboys are 31-2 when they lead at half-
time, the most wins and highest win percentage
(.939) during that span.

Dak Prescott threw for 352 yards and two touch-
downs at Pittsburgh (10/6), his 16th career
game with 350-plus passing yards and multi-
ple touchdowns. That is tied with Kirk Cousins
for the third-most such games since Prescott’s
career began in 2016, trailing only Patrick Ma-
homes (21) and Tom Brady (18).

Rico Dowdle has recorded a receiving touchdown in back-to-back games. With a touchdown catch on Sunday,
Dowdle would become the first running back in franchise history with a receiving touchdown in three consecutive
games.

Dowdle tallied a career-high 20 carries for 87 yards in Week Five at Pittsburgh. With 20 carries against Detroit,
Dowdle would become the first Cowboys running back with at least 20 carries in back-to-back games since Tony
Pollard in 2023 (vs. NYJ, 9/17 - at Ari, 9/24).

Despite missing onezggame due to injury, Ferguson ranks in the top-
five among NFL tight ends in targets (30; third), receiving yards (229; third) and receptions (22; fourth).

CeeDee LAMB

CeeDee Lamb erupted for 13 recef()tions for 227 yards in the most recent Cowboys-Lions matchupCSV\(eek 17 in
2023). The 227 recewmg1yards ranks behind only Steve Largent’s 261 in 1987 for most receiving yards in a game
against the Lions since the merger.

Lamb, currently with 5,876 career scrimma?e yards, needs 124 scrimma%e ards on Sunday to reach 6,000 yards
from scrimmage in his career. He would be the sixth receiver in franchise history to reach the mark, joining Michael
Irvin, Tony Hill, Drew Pearson, Dez Bryant and Bob Hayes.

DALLAS COWBOYS

Dallas has scored 20-plus points against the Lions in 13 consecutive games, the longest stretch all-time for Dallas
against any opponent. With 20 points on SundaK, it will mark the longest active streak in the NFL, surpassing
Green Bay’s 13 straight 20-point games against the LA Rams.

After being outscored 10-6 in the opening three quarters at Pittsburgh (10/6), Dallas earned the win with a 14-7
fourth quarter. The Cowboys +19-point differential in fourth quarters this season is third in the NFL after finishing
first in the category in 2023 (+77) and second in 2022 (+70).

Over the last two weeks, Dallas has allowed 2.36 yards-per-carry, least in the NFL during Weeks 4-5.

The Dallas Cowboys named Mike McCarthy the ninth head
coach in franchise history on Jan. 5, 2020. Along with 13 years of
head coaching experience and 13 additional years as an assis-
tant coach in the NFL, McCarthy came to Dallas with a 125-77-2
regular season coaching record - all with the Green Bay Packers
(2006-18).

After a 45-27 record in four-plus seasons with Dallas, he
owns the third-most wins (tied 15th all-time) and sixth-highest
winning percentage (.620) among qualifying active NFL coaches.
His teams have qualified for the postseason 12 times, won six
NFC North Division titles and two NFC East titles, made four NFC
Championship Game appearances and took home a Super Bowl
XLV championship.

MIKE McCARTHY (170-104-2, 18th Year, 45-27 with Dallas)

The Dallas Cowboys named Mike McCarthy the ninth head coach
in franchise history on Jan. 8, 2020, and he has led the franchise to
three consecutive playoff appearances for the first time since 1991-
96. He also won 12 games in each of the last three seasons, the first
time Dallas posted three consecutive 12-win seasons since 1993-
95. The Cowboys 39 regular season wins since 2021 are the sec-
ond-most in the NFL during the last three-plus years, trailing only
Kansas City (42).

McCarthy is in his 18th year as a head coach - 13 with Green Bay
and four with Dallas - along with 13 years as an assistant coach in
the NFL, including six as an offensive coordinator.

As a head coach, McCarthy has racked up a 170-104-2 regular
season coaching record, and he owns the third-most wins (tied 15th
all-time) among active NFL coaches. His teams have qualified for
the postseason 12 times, won six NFC North Division titles, two NFC
East titles, made four NFC Championship Game appearances and
took home a Super Bowl XLV championship held at AT&T Stadium in
Arlington, Texas, following the 2010 NFL season.

In 2023 McCarthy led the charges of a team that finished 12-5 for
the third straight season. En route to the team’s third straight playoff
berth, the Dallas offense led the league in points-per-game (29.9)
while the Cowboys finished with a +10 turnover differential for the
third consecutive season. During his time in Green Bay, McCarthy
was known as a prolific offensive mind and the primary play-caller
for the Packers. McCarthy’s offense finished fourth in the NFL in total
orffenls% and third in points-per-game through his 14-year stint with
the club.

McCarthy is only the fourth head coach in NFL history to lead a
single franchise to eight-or-more consecutive playoff appearances,
joining Tom Landg, huck Noll and Bill Belichick. Those eight ap-
pearances from 2009-16 were more than the rest of the NFC North
Division combined over that span (Minnesota, three; Detroit, three;
Chicago, one).

McCarthy’s nine playoff appearances overall are the most by a
Packers coach since the NFL postseason began in 1933, and he
guided the Packers to a franchise-record fourth consecutive division
title in 2014. With the victory over Dallas in the 2016 playoffs, Mc-
Carth% surpassed Vince Lombardi and Mike Holmgren for the most
playoff victories in team history (10).

DAN CAMPBELL (32-34-1, 5th Year, 27-27-1 with Detroit)

Dan Campbell, who is in his fourth year with Detroit, was named
the Lions 28th head coach on Jan. 20, 2021, marking the fifth former
Lions player to be named head coach. Campbell has 26 years of
NFL experience into the new role, including 15 years as a coach and
11 as a player.

In 2023 Campbell steered the Lions to a historic season, claiming
their first division championship since 1993 and advancing to their
first NFC Championship since 1991. The 12-5 campaign tied the
single-season franchise record for wins in a season.

Detroit's 2023 playoff berth was marked by firsts, including the
first time Detroit hosted multiple playoff games in the same season
and the first time claiming multiple playoff victories in the Super Bowl
era.

Prior to landing in Detroit, Campbell was the assistant head
coach/tight ends coach for the New Orleans Saints from 2016-
20. During his tenure with New Orleans, the club captured four
NFC South division titles, ranked first in the NFL in points scored
(2,361), touchdowns (277) and net yardage (31,147).

In 2015 Campbell became the Miami Dolphins interim head
coach, where he took over a 1-3 Dolphins squad and led the club
to victories in his first two games. The Dolphins finished 5-7 under
Campbell that season.

Prior to taking over the interim role, Campbell coached the Dol-
phins tight ends in 2011, after initially joining the Dolphins in 2010
as a coaching intern.

Campbell entered the NFL coaching ranks following an 11-year
playing career with the New York Giants (1999-2002), Dallas Cow-
boys (2003-05), Detroit Lions (2006-08) and New Orleans Saints
(2009). Originally a third round selection by the Giants (1999),
Campbell appeared in 114 total career games (76 starts) and
caught 91 passes for 934 yards and 11 touchdowns. He was a
member of the Giants team that appeared in Super Bowl XXXV.

A native of Clifton, Texas, Campbell was a four-year letterman
at Texas A&M, where he majored in agricultural development.
Campbell and his wife, Holly, have a son, Cody, and a daughter,
Piper.

The Dallas Cowboys were looking to spark a fourth quarter
comeback against Baltimore (9/22). With over eight minutes re-
maining in the game, Dallas tried its first onside kick since the new
kickoff rule was implemented, which notifies the opponent that an
onside kick will be incoming.

Brandon Aubrey’s onside kick was recovered by special teams
ace C.J. Goodwin, the only onside kick recovery by any NFL team
in 2024. Since the start of 2023, Dallas is one-of-three teams to
recover an onside Kkick, joining Arizona and Houston.

Dallas Cowboys return man KaVontae Turpin returned a punt
60 yards for a touchdown in Week One at Cleveland (9/8), the
only punt return for a touchdown in the NFL. The score marked
Dallas’ first punt return for a touchdown since Ryan Switzer had
an 83-yard return in 2017.

With the touchdown, Turpin also became the fourth player in
Cowboys history to record a punt return TD, a rushing TD and a
receiving TD over the course of a career. Only Bob Hayes, Kevin
Williams and Wane McGarity have accomplished all three.
