The Dallas Cowboys named Mike McCarthy the ninth head
coach in franchise history on Jan. 5, 2020. Along with 13 years of
head coaching experience and 13 additional years as an assis-
tant coach in the NFL, McCarthy came to Dallas with a 125-77-2
regular season coaching record - all with the Green Bay Packers
(2006-18).

After a 46-32 record in four-plus seasons with Dallas, he owns
the third-most wins (15th all-time) and ninth-highest winning per-
centage (.610) among qualifying active NFL coaches. His teams
have qualified for the postseason 12 times, won six NFC North
Division titles and two NFC East titles, made four NFC Cham-
pionship Game appearances and took home a Super Bowl XLV
championship.

MIKE McCARTHY (171-109-2, 18th Year, 46-32 with Dallas)

The Dallas Cowboys named Mike McCarthy the ninth head
coach in franchise history on Jan. 8, 2020, and he has led the fran-
chise to three consecutive playoff appearances for the first time
since 1991-96. He also won 12 games in each of the last three sea-
sons, the first time Dallas posted three consecutive 12-win seasons
since 1993-95.

McCarthy is in his 18th year as a head coach - 13 with Green
Bay and four with Dallas - along with 13 years as an assistant
coach in the NFL, including six as an offensive coordinator.

As a head coach, McCarthy has racked up a 171-109-2 regu-
lar season coaching record, and he owns the third-most wins (tied
15th all-time) among active NFL coaches. His teams have qualified
for the postseason 12 times, won six NFC North Division titles, two
NFC East titles, made four NFC Championship Game appearanc-
es and took home a Super Bowl XLV championship held at AT&T
Stadium in Arlington, Texas, following the 2010 NFL season.

In 2023 McCarthy led the charges of a team that finished 12-5
for the third straight season. En route to the team’s third straight
playoff berth, the Dallas offense led the league in points-per-game
(29.9) while the Cowboys finished with a +10 turnover differential
for the third consecutive season. During his time in Green Bay,
McCarthy was known as a prolific offensive mind and the primary
play-caller for the Packers. McCarthy’s offense finished fourth in
the NFL in total offense and third in points-per-game through his
14-year stint with the club.

McCarthy is only the fourth head coach in NFL history to lead a
single franchise to eight-or-more consecutive playoff appearances,
joining Tom Landry, Chuck Noll and Bill Belichick. Those eight ap-
pearances from 2009-16 were more than the rest of the NFC North
Division combined over that span (Minnesota, three; Detroit, three;
Chicago, one).

McCarthy’s nine playoff appearances overall are the most by a
Packers coach since the NFL postseason began in 1933, and he
guided the Packers to a franchise-record fourth consecutive divi-
sion title in 2014. With the victory over Dallas in the 2016 playoffs,
McCarthy surpassed Vince Lombardi and Mike Holmgren for the
most playoff victories in team history (10).

BRIAN DABOLL (17-27-1, 3rd Year)

Brian Daboll, who is in his third year with the New York Giants,
\318232named the 20th head coach in franchise history on Jan. 28,

Daboll led one of the most successful debut seasons of the
franchise in 2022, claiming nine regular season victories and the
Giants first postseason win in 11 seasons en route to being named
NFL Coach of the Year. He was the first Giants head coach to be
named Coach of the Year since Jim Fassel in 1997.

In 2023 Daboll oversaw a Giants squad that suffered multiple
injuries, including quarterback Daniel Jones, running back Saquon
Barkley, and key offensive linemen Andrew Thomas and Evan
Neal. At the end of the season, the Giants finished with a 6-11
record.

Prior to New York, Daboll spent four seasons with Buffalo, help-
ing the Bills make three straight postseasons and win two AFC
East titles. Daboll oversaw the development of Josh Allen, and in
Allen’s first four seasons (2018-21) he made NFL history as the
first player with 100 passing touchdowns and 30 rushing scores.

Daboll was voted the AP’s NFL Assistant Coach of the Year in
2020 after the Bills finished 13-3 and won the AFC East for the first
time since 1995 and made their first AFC Championship appear-
ance since 1994.

Prior to Buffalo, Daboll served as the offensive coordinator and
uarterbacks coach at Alabama in 2017. While at Alabama, the
rimson Tide won their 17th national championship where he was

ir!istrumental in the development of Jalen Hurts and Tua Tagov-
ailoa.

Daboll joined Alabama after spending the previous four sea-
sons with New England, his second stint with the team. Daboll
spent a total of 11 seasons with the Patriots and helped the orga-
nization win five Super Bowl titles.

Daboll spent 2012 as Kansas City’s offensive coordinator and
2011 as Miami’s offensive play caller. Prior to joining the Dolphins,
Daboll took his first offensive coordinator job with the Cleveland
Browns, where he served as the play caller in 2009 and 2010 un-
der Head Coach Eric Mangini.

Daboll also had a stop at the N.Y. Jets as the quarterbacks
coach (2007-08), where he helped Hall of Fame quarterback Brett
Favre earn a Pro Bowl selection after coming out of retirement.




% RED KETTLE KICKOFF %

This marks the 28th season that the Jones family has dedicated
the Cowboys annual Thanksgiving Day halftime performance as a
national showcase to kick off The Salvation Army’s iconic Red Kettle
Campaign. Since 1997, The Salvation Army has served more than
800 million people though programs that address homelessness,
food insecurity, drug and alcohol abuse, human trafficking, and
more. In that same period, and with the help of the Dallas Cowboys,
the Red Kettle Campaign has raised more than $3.67 billion to aid
the work.

Under the direction of Charlotte Jones, the Cowboys have
produced the annual halftime event and welcomed nationally re-
nowned entertainers from across the musical spectrum, starting
with Reba McEntire in 1997. This week’s special performance
features a Grammy Award-winning artist who is the reigning CMA
and ACM Entertainer of the Year, Lainey Wilson, along with a sur-
prise guest.

FOX Sports will broadcast the Red Kettle Kickoff halftime show
to its national television audience to help draw attention to thou-
sands of red kettles across the country. Last year’s Thanksgiving
Day game against the Washington Commanders was broadcast-
ed by CBS Sports and drew in 41.4 million viewers, making it the
third-largest regular season audience on any network. Dallas’ last
Thanksgiving Day matchup with the New York Giants in 2022,
also broadcasted by FOX, drew in 42.1 million viewers, the most
watched regular season game in NFL history.
